Increased Rider Knowledge Reduced Fatalities 
Increased Rider Safety Skills Improved General Public Image of Motorcyclists 
Prevention of Accidents Enhanced Enjoyment of Motorcycle Riding 

Reduced Injuries 

     A very good list of benefits that can help save your hide!!  All you have to do is get involved and 
participate.  See your Chapter Educator for more information.  The Chapter Educator can help you 
obtain the few forms that may be needed.  The CE can help you complete the form and send to the 
District Educator for entry into the Rider Education Data Base.  The CE has access to the data base 
and can tell your current record status; just ask.  If you donôt have a Chapter Educator, please direct 
any questions or requests to our Assistant District Educator or the District Educator.  We are all here 

to help you, the member get the most out of our GWRRA Association Rider Education. 

     Donôt have a Rider Educator in your Chapter?  Let your Chapter Director and/or the District Educa-
tor know if you have an interest in serving as a Chapter Educator.  The pay is not good but, the re-

wards are invaluable and well worth your efforts.  Just ask any past Educators. 

To become a Chapter Educator, there are some qualification.   

· Must be a current GWRRA Member or Associate Member and an experienced motorcycle rider 

or co-rider. 

· Be dedicated to the promotion and growth of the Rider Education Program with the chapter as 

a member benefit. 

· Must be current Level II in the Rider Education Program with the desire and intent to progress.  

(The Level II requirement can be waived, but the desire to advance in the program as rapidly 

as possible is imperative and should be achieved with a reasonable period of time, typically a 

year.) 

· Be dedicated to the safe operation of motorcycles and exhibit a sincere desire to promote mo-

torcycle safety through the Rider Education Program. 

· Be fully knowledgeable of the Rider Education Program, and its purpose, goals and objectives. 

· Possess sufficient communication skills, both verbal and written, in order to be an effective 

representative of the Rider Education Program. 

· Have the ability to work effectively in a harmonious relationship with the District Educator, 

Chapter Director and chapter participants. 

     Here in Oklahoma we have now and in the past a very dedicated group of Chapter Educators.  
They do a great job for their Chapters and District.  All you have to do is ask and they are ready to 
help with anything concerning motorcycling safety and having fun!!!  BE a Chapter Educator.  Youôll

The Honda crotch rocket rider was traveling 
at approximately 85 mph. The VW driver was talk-
ing on a cell phone when she pulled out from a 
side street, apparently not seeing the motorcycle. 
The riders reaction time was not suffi-
cient enough to avoid this accident.  The car had 
two passengers and the bike rider was found IN-
SIDE the car with them.  

The Volkswagen actually flipped over from 
the force of impact and landed 20 feet from where 
the collision took place.   All three involved (two

RIDE TO BE SEEN 

As motorcyclists we all realize that we 
have to be DEFENSIVE drivers and be alert at 
all times to what is going on around us. Be-
cause of the size of our selected mode of 
transportation we do not pose much of threat 
to the other vehicles that we share the road 
with. This causes motorists to ignore or for-
get that we share the same roads with them. 
You donôt see many people cut in front of or 

run into semi trucks and trailers.   

When accidents occur involving mo-
torcycles, the first thing that most other mo-
torists say is I DID NOT SEE THE MOTORCY-
CLE. Because of this we must do all we can 
to make ourselves and our motorcycles be 
seen by the other users of the roads we 
travel. In recent years the Department of Mo-
tor Vehicles Division and the Department of 
Transportation have worked harder at educat-
ing the OTHER USERS of the roadway about 
being more alert of motorcyclists and sharing 

the roadway with us.  

Defensive driving courses for motor-
ists now include a section on watching out 
for motorcycles.  Most of the states have im-
proved and increased their motorcycle safety 
training operations and this has helped with 
motorists becoming more aware of motorcy-
cles. Add to all of this the GWRRA Rider Edu-
cation Program and the safety programs that 
are offered through the other motorcycle 
Manufactures and clubs and those OTHER 
USERS are learning that we are out there and 

to watch for us.  

 

So continue to wear that bright, reflec-
tive and protective riding gear. Add all those 
shiny parts and extra lights to your motorcy-
cle to help it be more visible and RIDE

 in mind, a Chapter Couple of the Year is 

chosen.   

A Chapter Couple of the Year does not 
volunteer to be one or get elected.  Usually 
the Chapter Couple of the Year is selected by 
the Chapter Director and their selection is 
based on their active participation in the 
chapter.  Since it is an honor, it is not a 
position that a Chapter Couple of the Year 
must quit if they cannot perform the 
óresponsibilitiesô some chapters have 
assigned to the role.  When you honor 
someone, you donôt un-honor them later.  
Should your Chapter Couple not be able to 
attend as much, or handle the ticket sales, or 
not be able to put a basket together for 
District, they are still your chapterôs honored 

couple for the full year. 

So, what now?  If you donôt have a 
Chapter Couple of the Year, look around.  We 
are sure you can find a couple in your chapter 
that deserves such an honor.

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To Overheat Or Not 
By Ray Jones 

 

Summer is coming so I would like to give a 
quick lesson on what to do and how to check if 
your bike has overheated.  It is very common for 
customers to tell me their bike overheated.  
Sometimes we get caught in traffic and have no 
control.  A couple of customers have told me the 
parade at wing ding their bike overheated. 

First of all if the coolant stays in the system 
and does not overflow to the ground everything is 
fine.  Remember that!  I repeat no antifreeze on 
the ground no overheat.  The gauge tells us the 
normal operating temperature above and below.  
It makes no difference how far over from normal 
the gauge is as long as antifreeze stays in the 
system. 

Let me explain briefly how hot it has to be to 
overheat and how to cool them down.  Most 
Honda motorcycles have a 1 bar cap which 
coverts to about 15 PSI.  Remember in science 
class how the teacher explained water boils 
higher under pressure?  Well I didnôt think you 
did so here it is again.  The boiling point goes up 
around 3 degrees per pound.  With a 15 PSI cap 
that equals around 45 degrees. Add that to water 
boiling at 212 degrees we have a overheat 
situation at around 257 degrees before it pops 
the cap to send coolant to the reservoir.  If the 
fan is running it will drop the temperature about 
10 degrees in 1 minute.  In normal operation we 
are constantly sending fluid out of the radiator to 
the reservoir and drawing it back in the radiator 
from the reservoir by cooling the radiator.  This is 
achieved by the fans or air passing over the 
radiator.  

I spoke in general terms because altitude 
can affect the numbers.  Water boils faster in the 

mountains.  A rule of thumb is 2 degrees per 
1000 feet.  If we lived in the mountains we need 
a higher pressure cap.  

After a long winded explanation of your 
cooling system here is what you need to know 
letting your bike idle and the fans running will 
drop the temp about 10 degrees a minute give or 
take some.  It will only drop it to normal operating 
temperature though.  Most of the time getting up 
to speed will cool it down to normal operating 
temperature also.  If you are in traffic and it never 
boils antifreeze on the ground it is safe to ride 
and I stress it has not overheated, it is running 
higher than normal which is normal in certain 
conditions. (Summer and high altitude). 

Motorcycles amaze me in how little trouble 
we have with the cooling systems.  With normal 
maintenance of changing coolant every couple 
years you should never have an issue.  Keep an 
eye on the gauge and make sure the reservoir is 
full and just ride donôt worry you now know how it 
works.
